RESIDENT-
PERSON LIVING IN BLENDON TOWNSHIP,




OR PERSON WHO HAS LIVED IN BLENDON





TOWNSHIP BUT DUE TO HEALTH REASONS,





HAS HAD TO GO AND LIVE WITH A RELA-





TIVE OR IN A CONVALESCENT HOME OUT-





SIDE BLENDON TOWNSHIP.



TRANSFER FEE – AFTER SEPTEMBER 17, 1970, THAT FEE




CHARGED FOR TRANSFER OF BURIAL SITES.

USE OF POTTER’S FIELD WITHIN THE BLENDON TOWNSHIP CEME-


TERY SHALL BE UPON APPLICATION TO THE BLENDON TOWNSHIP


CLERK, AND THE CARETAKER WILL DECIDE THE LOCATION FOR

ALL CEMETERY WORK AND PLACING OF STONES OR MARKERS 


MUST BE DONE WITH GUIDANCE AND APPROVAL OF THE

ALL STONES OR MARKERS HEREAFTER ARE NOT TO 




BE LONGER THAN 48 INCHES PER LOT.

ALL STONES OR MARKERS MUST HAVE:

1.
A CONCRETE FOOTING, POURED ONLY BY THE SEXTON. 




2.
FOOTINGS ARE TO BE THREE INCHES LARGER





THAN STONE ON ALL SIDES.



D.
ALL STONES OR MARKERS MUST BE PLACED WITH




WORDING FACING THE NEAREST ESTABLISHED ROAD.



E.
NO MARKERS TO BE PLACED ON EMPTY SITE.
 

4.
ALL FLOWERS MUST BE IN MOVEABLE CONTAINERS WITH 


HANDLES.  AFTER SEPTEMBER 17, 1970, NO FURTHER URN TYPE


OF CONTAINER MAY BE PLACED ON ANY LOT OR PLOT IN THE


CEMETERY.


 


ALL UNAPPROVED CONTAINERS WILL BE REMOVED.
 


NO OTHER ORNAMENTAL MEMORIALS WILL BE PERMITTED, I.E.


CROSSES, ARTIFICIAL FLOWERS ETC. EXCEPT VETERAN AND


FIREFIGHTER HOLDERS AND FLAGS.

HEREAFTER, NO TREE’S, SHRUB’S, PLANT’S OR FLOWER’S SHALL BE


PLANTED ON ANY LOT OR PLOT IN THE CEMETERY. 
 

6.
ALL FAMILY BURIAL SITES OF RECORD PREVIOUS TO SEPTEMBER  17, 1970, EITHER RESIDENT OR NON-RESIDENT SURVIVING DESCENDANTS, WILL HAVE BURIAL RIGHTS AND ONLY AN
OPENING FEE CHARGED.  SURVIVING DESCENDANTS AFTER SEPT-
EMBER 17, 1970, RESIDENTS AND NON-RESIDENTS SHALL PAY A

TRANSFER FEE OF $25 PER SITE TO GIVE THEM BURIAL RIGHTS.

AFTER THIS DATE, AUGUST 20, 1998, ALL RESIDENTS




MAY PURCHASE GRAVESITES AND PURCHASES SHALL




BE IN MULTIPLES OF TWO GRAVESITES.  THE COST OF



EACH SITE SHALL BE $150.  UPON RECEIPT OF THESE




MONIES, THE CLERK SHALL ISSUE A BURIAL



PRIVILEGE CERTIFICATE SIGNED BY BOTH THE




TOWNSHIP CLERK AND TREASURER.

 




THE TOWNSHIP BOARD MAY WAVE THE STIPULATION 




OF BUYING IN LOTS OF TWO FOR SINGLE INDIVIUALS




NEEDING A SINGLE GRAVESITE.  THESE INDIVIDUALS




WILL BE BURIED IN SINGLE LOTS LOCATED IN OLD-5




AND WEST-75.

A BURIAL PRIVILEGE CERTIFICATE.  FEE FOR

RESIDENT GRAVE OPENING SHALL BE $100.

FOR NON-RESIDENTS, A FEE OF $100 FOR THE PURCHASE



OF A BURIAL SITE. UPON RECEIPT OF MONIES, THE




TOWNSHIP CLERK SHALL ISSUE A BURIAL PRIVILEGE




CERTIFICATE. FEE FOR NON-RESIDENT GRAVE

OPENINGS SHALL BE $150.

SIZE OF VAULTS [CEMENT, WOOD, PLASTIC, ETC.]




SHALL BE NO LONGER THAN 52 INCHES.

MAXIMUM HEADSTONE SIZE IS 14 INCHES LONG BY 8



INCHES WIDE AND 4 INCHES THICK.  HEADSTONE 




SHALL BE INSTALLED FLUSH WITH THE SURFACE OF




THE GROUND.

CEMETERY HOURS ARE FROM 7:00 A.M. TO 9:00 P.M.

THE BLENDON TOWNSHIP BOARD WILL PAY THE CARETAKER AT


A RATE, EITHER HOURLY OR ANNUAL SALARY, DETERMINED FOR


EACH FISCAL YEAR.

BLENDON TOWNSHIP WILL RECLAIM BURIAL LOTS FROM THOSE WHO WISH TO RELINQUISH THEIR LOTS AT CERTIFICATE COST. 

BURIAL SITES CANNOT BE SOLD.
